Pierre Victor was ®nally able to 
put his troubling thoughts of not 
®nding his cousin to rest. 

His cousin was leaving work in 
downtown Port-au-Prince when a cata-
strophic 7.0 earthquake struck. He 
described the crumbling buildings to 
a relative on the phone, just as shock 
waves hit and his phone disconnected. 

Victor received word this past week 
that his cousin is alive. 

ªI thought the second earthquake 
got to him. I was very relieved when I 
heard that he was okay,º said Victor. 

His cousin had been sleeping in the 
streets for three days without water or 
food. 

ªHe had been sleeping in the streets 
for three days, but he helped save a 
couple of people,º said Victor. 

Besides relief that his family is okay, 
Victor also found hope when he saw US 
planes with supplies and relief crews 
entering Haiti.

ªWhen I saw the ®rst plane go into 
Haiti, I almost shed tears. It showed 
that help is coming ®nally for the peo-
ple,º he said. ªIt felt like the US was 
®nally stepping up to the plate.º

Victor was also proud of the local 
community coming together in sup-
port. 

He recently picked up boxes full 
of supplies, food, water and clothing 
from the Our Town News of®ce. The 
food will go to Food For The Poor and 
clothing to other organizations. 

The City of Coral Springs has also 
been collecting donations and supplies 
for Haiti. Joyce Campos, Community 
Relations Manager for the City of Coral 
Springs, has received many phone 
calls from local Haitians who could not 
reach their families and urges the com-
munity to help. 

Coral Springs Mayor Scott Brook 
added, ªWe're a community that is 
grateful for what we have and we do 
whatever we can to help other commu-
nities in need.º 

Campos is urging local citizens to 
drop off emergency medical supplies,

Parkland City Commissioners Vote Against Renewing 
Fire Contract With Coral Springs

For hours, 33 Coral 
Springs ®re®ghters 
waited in Parkland 

Commission Chambers to 
hear their fate of whether they 
would have a secure job. 

That nervous anticipa-
tion turned to disappoint-
ment when Parkland City 
Commissioners voted 3-2 
against entering into a new 
®ve-year ®re contract with 
the City of Coral Springs. 

Now, Parkland will look 
at entering into a contract 
with BSO and perhaps other 
neighboring cities, such as 
Margate and Coconut Creek. 
Commissioners must vote on 
a contract by Oct. 1, 2010, 
when Coral Springs ®re ser-
vices will end. 

In the meantime, the 33 
Coral Springs ®re®ghters are 
in limbo of whether they will 
have a job. 

ªPeople will potentially 
lose their jobs. The last hired 
will be the ®rst ®red,º said 
Coral Springs Fire Union 
President Brian Powell.

But those pleas did not 
sway three Commissioners, 
Mark Weissman, Dave 
Rosenof, and Jay Smith, who 
cited concerns with the Coral 
Springs termination clause, 
audit provisions and the price 
of the contract. The contract 
could be anywhere from $4.8 
million to $5.2 million. If 
Parkland decided to termi-
nate the contract, after one 
year, the city would have to 
give a 16 month notice and 
would be required to have a 
subsequent provider to retain 
the remaining employees. 

Parkland would pay 
for three units (at an aver-
age cost of $1.5 million for 
an EMS or ®re unit in this 
area), but four units would 
be stationed in Parkland's 

three ®re stations, accord-
ing to Coral Springs of®cials. 
However, one unit services 
Coral Springs/Parkland 
with more than 50 percent 
of the calls originating in 
Coral Springs, according to 
Parkland of®cials. 

In terms of the obligation 
to hire employees upon con-
tract termination, the con-
tract provides that Parkland 
will agree to hire or have 
their subsequent service pro-
vider hire the 33 uniformed 
employees that were hired on 
Parkland's behalf. However, 
Coral Springs added that they 
are only obligated to hire as 
many employees as the new 
provider requires in order to 
serve Parkland, according to 
Coral Springs of®cials. Coral 
Springs of®cials say they have 
offered to allow Parkland to 
keep all of the revenue col-
lected from EMS transports 
originating in their city.

Trace residents say they have 
continuously heard the buzz-
ing of toy airplanes and heli-
copters ¯ying over their com-
munity or the loud speakers 
or bass coming from events at 
the Sportsplex. 

Some urged 
Commissioners at a recent 
meeting to prohibit the toy 
airplanes citing noise and li-
ability. 

ªSeven days a week, there 
are men operating toy air-
planes and helicopters from 
7 am to dark and on evenings 
and weekends. They are not 
on Eagle Trace property but 
they are ¯ying planes over the 
community and the pool, and 
we fear that if they fall, they 
could hit a child or resident 
or could cause property dam-
age. It's a liability hazard,º
